The path to university couldn’t

be simpler. Now you can study
university accredited qualifications
and vocational programmes at the
new University Centre Aylesbury Vale
(UCAV).

UCAV's provision has been shaped

in response to the needs of local
students and local employers. The
range of Foundation Degrees reflects
employer and employee demand
for Higher Education made more
attractive by the option of achieving
an honours degree top up at a range
of local universities. It is designed to
help the region grow by providing
Higher Education skills that will

make a difference to Aylesbury Vale
businesses and to the community.

What does UCAV mean for Students?

This new initiative brings together a range of courses and
qualifications from a partnership of universities, colleges
and training providers. They are all offered in Aylesbury
Vale so you don’t have to travel out of your region to
receive the Higher Education you want. The courses

are validated by universities or are national vocational
qualifications so you will know you are studying toward
a qualification that means something for you and your
career aspirations. The new centre is based at Aylesbury
College.

What's on offer?
* University-level study for 18 year olds and
mature students
e Part-time as well as full-time options to suit
your lifestyle
e Courses relevant to your current work or your
future career
e Full academic qualifications or short courses to let you
try out Higher Education in bite sized pieces
e Courses to support your professional development.

All courses are at university level and follow on from
Level 3 (or A level equivalent). Mature students without
formal qualifications should not be discouraged - your
work experience or professional qualifications can often
be enough to secure a place. Alternatively the ‘Access
to Higher Education’ course (see page 7) can provide a
bridge into Higher Education if you need more academic
or study skills.

Course Information

Management

Courses in Accounting, Business Management, Construction
Management, Management Studies, Marketing, Leadership
and Management, Mentoring and Coaching, Presentation
Skills and Human Resource Management delivered at Level 4
and above. Study is available part-time with flexible learning
options available and the opportunity to develop specialist
made to measure courses with employers.

Health and Social Care

Years, Classroom Support, Midwifery, Nursing, Registered
Managers Award, Therapeutic Counselling & Return to Nursing
Practice.

Teacher Training

Aylesbury College offers Initial Teacher Training courses for
Further and Adult Education. The Preparing to Teach in the
Lifelong Learning Sector (PTLLS) course is offered in the
autumn, spring and summer term. On successful completion
of PTLLS students can apply for the Diploma to Teach in

the Lifelong Learning Sector (DTLLS) which is validated by
Buckinghamshire New University. This course runs for 2 years.
Applicants must be teaching in Further or Adult education and
be able to provide evidence of at least 75 hours of teaching
practice each year. In some cases applicants may be able to
claim accreditation of prior experience and learning (APEL).

Professional Studies

If you are looking to work in exciting and rapidly expanding
industries, with international career opportunities, alongside
the opportunity to develop your skills and knowledge,
Foundation Degrees in Hospitality Management or Spa and
Therapies Management will enable you to work and succeed
within a business context. The emphasis for both of these
areas is work-related learning, allowing you to develop work
skills as you learn.

On successful completion of these Foundation Degrees, there
is the opportunity to progress to a full honours degree at
Buckinghamshire New University.
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FAQ's

Here we try to answer some of the questions that you
are probably thinking about.

Will I have lessons all day every weekday?

No, not on most courses. You may be asked to attend College for
only four days a week. This avoids having long gaps in your day.
When you are not timetabled for lessons, you will be encouraged to
go to the Learning Centre, where you can get on with your work.

Does the College have rules?

Yes, you'll be hard pushed to find any organisation that doesn’t
have rules of some sort. You will find a set of rules summarised in
your Student Handbook, which will be given to you at induction.
Most of this is common sense: we want to ensure that everyone,
students and staff, enjoy a safe and healthy College environment.
For example, we will not put up with, behaviour that affects

the safety of others, taking or selling drugs, damaging College
property, theft, discriminatory behaviour, disruptive or abusive
behaviour, low attendance, poor work or cheating with assignments
and in exams.

Can | get help with travel costs?

This depends where you live. It is a good idea to contact your local
authority awards section - see contact numbers below. The rules
do vary a little.

In Buckinghamshire, for example, to qualify, Aylesbury College
must be the nearest College to your home and you must:

e Live in Buckinghamshire

e Be aged between 16-18 on 1st September 2010

¢ Attend College for a minimum of four days a week.

If | decide to do a course, will | be thrown in at
the deep end?

No - before you start you'll have a good idea about what the
course involves. When you start you will have an induction. You
will meet your tutors and find out, in some detail, what you'll be
expected to do on the course. For example, you will be told when
and how you'll be taught and assessed. Following this, you will
work alongside your tutors to make sure that you are on track with
your studies.

So what's different about College; is it the same
as school?

At the College, we have a wider range of courses and programmes.
Our vocational programmes, taught by expert Tutors, provide
workplace related exercises and modules. You will be encouraged
to take increasing responsibility for your own learning, though in
the end, whether you're at school or College, you will want the
same thing - success! We will be expecting you to attend regularly
and to be on time, mainly because if you are going to achieve what
you want, you need to pass your assessments, and you will find
that difficult if you're not in College.

Can | come and have a look at the College?

You are very welcome to come along, meet staff and ask
questions. You can come on your own, or bring your parents/
guardians.

Are there tutorials?

Yes! Every student has a personal tutor - usually one of your
teachers. This means you will have someone to go to if you are
having any difficulties, but also they are there to encourage you
and keep you on track. As part of the tutorial process you'll have
regular reviews, starting in October with the ‘Right Choice’ review
where you will be able to discuss your progress and any difficulties
you might be having.

Will my parents/carer be involved?

We recognise that success is a three way partnership between
you, the student, your parent/carer and the College. We will offer
a range of opportunities for your parents/carers to be involved in
your learning success.

Do | have to pay fees?

There may be fees for books and study equipment. For full-time
students who are aged 19 and over, there may be a standard

fee for the course which is payable each year. Additional part-
time courses maybe charged at the full part-time rate. For
students studying Higher Education courses, actual fee levels

will be confirmed when the College is in receipt of Government
notifications. A fee will be charged per year. N.B If you are in
receipt of means tested benefits we may be able to assist you

What if | need some help with my work?

We can help! You may require additional assistance with reading,
writing and number work. Our application form allows you to
advise us of any requirements. You can also tell your tutor or
complete a Learning Support Referral Form.

Can | combine subjects?

Because we have lots of different courses, it is often possible to
combine subjects. These need to be worked out with care. Tutors
are the best people to arrange timetables and your options.

Will | be using a computer?

Yes! Some courses rely heavily on the use of computers, but

on almost all courses you will be expected to use computers to
produce your coursework and assignments. When you enrol, you
will be given a login name and password.

This will enable you to use computers in the Learning Centre. You
will also be able to access your files from home if you wish.

Do students get good results?

Yes, our overall pass rates are very good, and they have been
getting better year on year.

What if | can't afford to buy kit, uniform or
protective clothing, or cover any other course
costs?

For students who are having difficulty with the costs of a course,
assistance may be available through the Learner Support Fund.

The Fund can help with travel, books, equipment, exam fees and
childcare. Please call in at Learner Services.

What happens next?

It is important that you are interviewed before you enter
a course as this is done for a number of reasons. Above all,
we want to be sure that you choose the course (or mix of
courses) best suited to your skills, abilities and future plans.

For many courses, you need to have a minimum level of skills
and knowledge in order to be able to join a particular level of
study, which is why certain qualifications are specified. Also,
national examination and awarding bodies that award course
qualifications usually set down guidelines for entry to the
courses they will approve.

In some cases, if you are 19+, tutors may be prepared to
consider your experience of working life in lieu of formal
qualifications, as long as they are confident that you are
capable of completing the course and will benefit from it.

Our experience has been that students who have a responsible
attitude, and are strongly motivated, are those most likely to
succeed. At interview you are likely to be asked about your
qualifications and experience. Tutors will also be interested in
your longer term plans and in why you want to study. They
will be able to give practical advice about course options,
course combinations, study routes and other things you need
to know about. Verbal offers of places are made at interview
and will be confirmed by a letter within 14 days.
